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G. Overview: The objective of this research was to determine habitat usage of a population of bluegill sunfish and the morphological differences between the two habitat areas. This was done by examining the different types of parasites in captured bluegill from both open water areas and littoral zones in the same body of water. This method of examination was effect because different types of parasites use different types of intermediate host and thus occur in different areas of that ecosystem (i.e. open water vs. littoral zones). The study showed that bluegill tend to have a preference for either open water areas or littoral zones, however bluegill that prefer open water areas will return to littoral zones for reproduction.

H. Critique: This article was consistent in maintaining the order of events in which they took place. The title described what the article was about and the literature cited lead to the objective of the article. There where three citations in the introduction that supported the objective of the study. While the article gave an objective in the introduction it made no real predictions about the outcome of the research. The methods and materials are arranged in a logical order and citations are provided for the methods they used. The experiment could be replicated by following the methods they provided. The results are arranged to coincide with the methods and materials section which makes them a little easier to follow. While the results are through they can be hard to follow but the graphics are well prepared and kept to a minimum. The discussion section however helps to clarify some of the results. The literature cited in the discussion section was different from that which was used to support there objective but it does seem to support there findings. There objective of determining habitat usage was met. 
I. Completeness: The paper was well written for the most part and was easy to follow with the exception of the results section and there objectives were met.

J. The only problems I had with this paper were the results section and the fact that it made no real predictions about the outcome of the experiment.

K. The benefits of this paper are that it shows that after the juvenile stage bluegill generally commit themselves to one habitat or another based on their morphology. 
L. Additional areas of research suggested by this paper were microspatial differences in parasite abundance as indicators of host habitat usage.
